Ludhiana has introduced community based system of primary collection and covered more than 60% of the city population under that scheme. In Ludhiana citizens groups are motivated by the municipal authority to initiate cleaning their own areas by forming resident associations. They take up cleaning of streets, roads, and waste from the households, shops and establishments by engaging their own labour and supervise their work themselves. The municipal corporation gives them subsidies to cover part of the manpower and equipment cost. This has worked very well and does not attract the provisions of Contract Labour (Regulations & Abolition) Act 1970 as there is no contractual relation between the local body and the labour force deployed by the citizens associations.
