TNPCB pulls up Corpn on waste management
 

The Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board (TNPCB) has pulled up the Chennai Corporation for not implementing the Municipal solid Waste Management rules.  A show cause notice to this effect was sent to the Ripon Buildings a few days ago, it is learnt.  According to a Central Government directive, the local bodies should have improved the existing landfill sites by December 31, 2001; identification of landfill sites for future use and making ready for operation by December 31, 2002 and setting up of waste processing and disposal facilities should be done by December 31, 2003.
 

However, the civic body is still struggling to meet the deadlines, it is alleged “ As per the directive of the Supreme Court, expenditure should be equally borne by the state, Centre and urban local bodies. As of now, the governments are not affording to pay huge-sums to rescue the financially crunched Chennai Corporation,” a senior official noted.
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
